Introduction

The Jadar deposit, Serbia, discovered by Rio Tinto represents the type locality and only recorded
occurrence of the mineral Jadarite (Stanley et al, 2007). jadarite is characterised by the composition
LiNaSiB307(OH) with a monoclinic framework-type structure, and along with searlesite (Na(H2BSi,07))
these B-bearing minerals are unusual in that they contain a significant amount of SiO, compared to
the other B-bearing phases with which they occur (notably colemanite). The occurrerice of these
minerals suggests that during the formation of the Jadar deposit, mineralizing processes were active
that are atypical to those thought to occur in the formation of the majority of the world's intermontane
lacustrine evaporite-type deposits. It is proposed that by understanding the mineralizing processes
that produces Jadarite and Searlesite, and identifying the sources of Li, B and SiO, in the system
valuable insights into the genesis of the deposit,will be gained which will lead to the development of
better processing technologies for the minerals and for the generation of exploration models for the
deposit type.

This Memorandum of Understanding signifies a statement of intent to collaborate, but is not a legally
binding document.

It recognises the intention of Faculty of Mining and Geology at the University of Belgrade, the
Department of Chemistry at the Loughborough University and the Natural History Museum to co-
operate in scientific research in to the origins of the Jadar deposit in Serbia, and to work together for
their mutual benefit. The parties may seek to encourage and develop collaborative activities in
various ways, including the development of research initiatives, the formulation of joint grant
submission and the development of a representative collection of mineral species from the Jadar
deposit for research purposes.

Separate agreements for any collaborations agreed are required. The parties understand that any
financial considerations associated with any forms of collaboration will be dealt with separately via a
legal contract.

The Faculty of Mining and Geology at the University of Belgrade, Department of Chemistry at
Loughborough University and the Natural History Museum recognises the value of this Memorandum
of Understanding in promoting the programmes and activities of all institutions, but any promotional
material/activity which includes reference to the other institution must be sent to and be approved by
each party before use.

This Understanding is for 3 years in the first instance, and will be reviewed thereafter. Each party has
the right to discontinue the arrangements subject to a period of 12 months’ notice being given. The
Understanding may also be terminated at any time by mutual consent of all the parties.

BETWEEN

MINING GEOLOGY FAKULTY BELGRAD (SERBIYA)

AND

MOSCOW STATE MINING UNIVERSITY
MOSCOW, RUSSIA

Faculty of Belgrad and Moscow State Mining University (MSMU), enter into the following terms
of agreement in order to promote international cooperation in research, education, science and
technology.

Article 1
Both Parties pledge themselves to cooperate in a spirit of greater understanding, to deepen friendly
relationships and ties of mutual benefit and to foster collaboration between their staff and students. The
Parties undertake to initiate joint academic activities, such as:

1) to organize and perform joint research projects, academic seminars and guest lecturers as well as

to carry out industrial R&D projects,

2) to foster knowledge intensive entrepreneurship,

3) to organize European Union funding for joint research activities,

4) to exchange staff and students,

5) to exchange scholarly materials, research reports, publications, etc, and

6) to perform additional activities which might be separately agreed.

Article 2

Themes of joint activities, the conditions of utilizing the results achieved, arrangements for specific
visits and exchanges and other forms of cooperation shall be agreed upon jointly for each specific case.

Special attention shall be paid to cases where applications can be foreseen. The publication of
whichever results of joint research projects, either orally or in writing (including in digital form) at
whatever stage of fulfilling the project or after the project has been fulfilled shall only be permitted in
case both Parties have agreed in writing to such publication.

In each specific case the Parties shall strive jointly to share and protect developed industrial property
according to the respective participation of each Party. The Parties agree that they shall not take any
independent initiative for industrial protection of results obtained by their joint activity, unless
otherwise specified in a written agreement concluded in the course of the cooperation. All issues
regarding the results of the cooperation including the use and protection of such results shall be agreed
by the Parties in separate agreements.

Article 3

Details of the cooperation, including the terms of research projects, the number of staff and students
exchanged annually, terms of visits and finances shall be specified in an annual working-plan,
composed of a detailed description of the planned activities and estimated costs. The working-plan
shall be considered as an annex to the Agreement.
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own countries. But the signing of this agreement does not entail any financial obligation for both
Parties. For performance of present Agreement the Parties pledge to carry out visa support according to
legislations of their countries.

Article 4
Both Parties shall nominate a contact person to ensure fulfilment of the terms of the Agreement. The
coordinator shall ensure availability of all information necessary for the cooperation to the other Party.

Article 5

The duration of this Agreement will be five (5) years from the day the agreement has been signed by
the Parties, renewable only after evaluation of the cooperation every five years upon request by either
of the Parties not later than six months prior to the expiry of the existing agreement. -

Both Parties reserve the right to modify or terminate the present Agreement before the expiry date by
60 days written notice, without prejudice and by mutual agreement. In the case of termination,
programs already in progress shall be continued to an orderly conclusion.

Article 6
Disputes arising from the Agreement shall be solved by way of negotiations.

Article 7
This Agreement is drawn up in six (4) copies, 2 in Russian and 2 in English language, each having
equal legal force, 2 copies for each Party.
